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The index of the industrial producers prices dropped for 11,5 %

The index of the prices of the industrial producers in July 2009 as compared to the same month last year has decreased for 11,5 %.

The decrease is due to the decreased prices in the groups energy for 19,2 %, intermediary products 14,4 %, capital products 0,5 % and products for wide consumption for 0,8 %.

The price of the sugar at the 28 year maximum

The price of the sugar at the international exchanges jumped at the highest level since the 1981, due to the decreased crops and the increased demand. 

This year the sugar got 76 % more expensive and the price for last week surpassed the one of 20,85 dollar cents per kilo, after it had been estimated that the production until September of next year will be 5 million tons smaller than the world’s needs.

The biggest producers of sugar, Brazil, at the times of the crop is facing with four times bigger rainfalls than the usual, which will greatly affect the production. On the other hand, India, which is the biggest consumer of sugar is struck by draughts which is the biggest in the last 83 years, which only threatens to increase the demand for sugar two times.

The international demand for sugar until mid 2010 will be increased for 3,2 times.
The number of tourists in the country has increased for 2,8 % in June

The number of tourists in the country amounted to 51.276 and marks an increase of 2,8 % as compared to June of last year. The domestic tourists mark a slight decrease whereas the foreign ones mark an increase of 19,7 %.
During the first six months of the year the number of tourists have increased for 2,4 %.
The investment of Agrokor is waiting for the solution about the land lot rights 

The investment of the Croatian Agrokor will be realized very soon, immediately after the completion of the procedural-technical issues regarding the location, the Minister of Agriculture, forestry and water said. According to him, the reasons for the postponement of the construction of the center in Strumica are of cadastre nature.

“A certain time ago I visited Strumica and went to the location. There are some technical obstacles which have to be cleared, some electrical devices have to be relocated, but these are not problems and in a very short time the conditions will be just right for the real entrance of Agrokor in the region” the Minister clarified the matter.

Agrokor was supposed to start the construction of the buying-distributive center in Strumica one year ago, at a location of 50.000 square meters. The investment valued at 20 million euro was an announcement for the surpassing of the problems of the sale of the agricultural products in this region which speaking in annual terms, weighs 300 million kilos.
The construction companies expect that the crisis will be deepening

The current economic situation in the second quarter of the year in the construction sector, the managers of the construction companies have estimated that is the so far least favourable.

The data which were published by the State statistics office show that in the second quarter of 2009 the expectations for the number of the employees in this sector according to the managers, for the forthcoming period are very pessimistic, and the most unfavourable is the current situation with the orders, compared to any of the quarters of the previous years. The numeric situation and the condition and quality of the mechanization and equipment is still unsatisfactory and under the normal one.
The data of the State statistics office show that in the second quarter of the year 152 approvals for construction have been issued, 126 being for high buildings, 3 for low buildings, and 23 for objects for reconstruction.

The estimated value of the objects according to the issued approvals is 1.100.361 thousand denars.  Of the total of 152 objects, 133 or 87,5 % as investors appear physical entities whereas of 19 objects or 12,5 % the investors are business subjects. In the report period  functional approval for 200 flats with the total of 15.776 square meters of space have been approved.
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
