The industry requests 1 billion euro of fresh capital
One billion euro of fresh capital provided by the foreign institutions, investment funds or banks, should be put into the industry until the end of the year. Such an appeal to the country’s Government was sent by the Regional Chamber having its seat in Skopje, adding that the capital should be put to disposal by the domestic banks for its faster and simpler realization.
The financial injection is necessary in order to stabilize the existing money courses of the domestic companies with the foreign and the domestic capital. This would enable the 2010 to be a developing, instead of a recessive year.

Such conclusions, according to the announcement, were made at the session of the Regional chamber, when the surpassing of the influence of the economic crisis over the companies and the measures for its  surpassing were discussed.
The Groupation of freight-forwarders: The license of Fersped was taken away with no justification
After the recent decision of the Customs Office to take away the license for customs intermediation of Fersped for the period of 1 year, there have been reactions by both the employees of the company and by the Group of Freight forwarders and the Chamber of Commerce of the country.
The Group informed that this is the sixth freight forwarding company from which the license for operations has been taken away and the explanation for that was that “they are legal entities for which the risk is bigger”. This status is obtained after to a spedition house, due to the registered irregularities, some mandatory measures are implied in the total amount of 10 thousand euro. Although the fines are paid to the Customs Office, the house is regarded as “risky”, Mr. Carapic, president of the groupation explains.
Through a press release the employed in the company reacted and they think that due to the technical errors in the operations of the customs services, thousand families can be left with no salary.

The company says they will use all of the legal possibilities in order to prove that the decision is not just. Fersped has the right to submit the complaint within 8 days and a request for postponement of the execution of decision for 180 days which has to be approved by the Custom Office.

The national Wimax operators are out?

The national Wimax operators Americom (company of Greek Cosmotelco) and Nexcom (America-Bulgarian company) will most probably lose their licenses for the Wimax concessions which they got in 2007.

As the information by the AEK says, they will on July 23rd perform the revision at the two Wimax operators. Since they have not fulfilled the necessary conditions in order to keep their licenses, such as the placement of  base stations and 80 % coverage of the country’s territory in two years, as the AEK informs Americom has only so far placed only one base station. To the general public it is also unknown whether the two operators are functioning at all and perform their activity.

According to the competent experts, one of the reasons for the bad business of the Wimax operators is the fact that the Wimax as a service is way too expensive to be used by the legal entities, and even more expensive is the equipment necessary for the placement of the infrastructure. Because of the low standard of the citizens and the companies, this business is unprofitable.

When the companies got their licenses in 2007, Nexcom promised that it will invest 10 million whereas Americom promised to invest 500 million euro in the next year or two, not only in the Wimax but in banking and the energy sector.

For obtaining the national license Nexcom paid 115.002 euro and Americom paid 1.500.000 euro.

Decrease of the trade exchange for 34,1 % in April

The scope of the trade exchange for the first 4 months of the year is 34,1 % lower as compared to the same of last year, the State statistics office informed.

In the first 4 months the trade deficit reached the level of 831,7 million dollars. According to the recent data, the total value of the export of the country amounted to 726,6 million dollars and of the export to 1,55 billion dollars. The coverage of the import by the export is 46,6 %.

The Government to publish a new tender for a fixed operator

The Government has published the new tender for a fixed operator through which the public administration will operate. When the last was was canceled in April, they are agin looking for a fixed operator which will offer the cheapest phone impuls.  The price will be crucial, it is valued by 90 and the service is valued by 10 points.

The operator will be required to have a minimum of 5 certificates from companies where it had installed more than 10 subscription lines as well as ISO standards for quality management. Who will get the tender worth 500 thousand euros remains to be seen in mid August. 

The winner, starting from September 1st, will be servicing the public administration for one year. It is expected that the 6 companies which apllied to the previous tender will apply again, such as the Telekom, Cosmofon, On.Net, Neotel, etc.

As of July 1st OKTA will have to sell the diesel 5 fuel

As of July 1st OKTA will have to sell the diesel 5 fuel as well as the fuels with decreased level of suplhur.

In accordance with the rulebook for quality of fuels from 2007, it is on July 1st that the period that the Government prolonged to OKTA to produce fuels with lesser quality instead of introducing the ecological fuels, terminates.

Two days before this date, the REgulatiory commission for energy RKE has not formed the retail price for the Diesel 5 fuel. The commission is waiting for OKTA and the Ministry of Economy and Finance to agree upon the production cost. OKTA has the legal possibily to import from Greece as well. 

In the countries of the EU, the use of the Diesel 5 fuel as of January of this year is obligatory.
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
